Spiritual writer, Henry Nouwen, once said: “Often we want to
be somewhere other than where we are, or even to be someone
other than who we are. We tend to compare ourselves constantly
with others and wonder why we are not as rich, as intelligent, as
simple, as generous, or as saintly as they are. Such comparisons
make us feel guilty, ashamed, or jealous. It is very important to
realize that our vocation is hidden in where we are and who we are.
