“We erossed on the Ilaltan luxury
liner Rex wlen I left for DBeirut,” le
renembers, “and what a swell time
wa lhiad aboard, There were no sub-
marines to worry about as on lhe re-
taurn trip. Everything was just per-
feet,” °

Upon his arrival in Beypt, he et
some relatives of the fawmily, “Those
people in ligypt were abont the ouly
people at the lime who seunsed that
war wes coming, They thought 1 was
evazy  for leaving America but [
moved on to Syria just the same” he
conllnued.

During the sununer of 1939, hie usad
the vacation from sehool ta come home
for a vislt and a vest Dboi insfead
wontd up fn a hospital with an oper-
wiion.

After the fall of France, the colonial
admintsirators in Syria stayed on and
held the country for the Viehy French.

Pinally, ene day
in the summer of 1911, Le suddenly
becume very generous We Roow fhat
something was coming. If hLe was
handing oul visas, e must have been
prepariug to leave and if he was pre-
paring lo leave, it meant that the

British and the Feee BFreoch wore
ready to Invade,” he sald.

According to Joe, the people In Sy
ria, inciudinmg the Christian Arabs
were in favor of the British and dJid
as much as they could ito support
them but the I\iol}ameﬂzms were and
still are neutral.

In connceilon with uative suppori
of the British in the Near IDast, Atlie
sald, “Helieve it or unot, despile all
that they've had to luke from the
Colonial Offiee, the Jews in Palestine
are eclumoring to be glven a clhance
to rlght alongside the English armiesz.
1 was Ip Jerugalemi for awhille and I
saw instances of Jewish employers
firing ablebodied cmployees and fell-
jng them, 'You belong in ihe Army.’
Of course, the Jews wani an independ-
ent army bui the Buitish say no.
Why? Well, look at India”
 Ile was rathér lucky, he says, when
it came to avolding dangerous spots
on thoe globe.
