Beginning then, residents of Sherwood Forest who live east of
Sherwood Forest Boulevard (voting precincts 55, 71 and 87) will
be in District 4, currently represented by Scott Wilson. On the
west, residents voting in Precinct 60, between Florida Boulevard
and Major Oak Drive, will be in District 6, currently represented
by Donna Collins-Lewis. Those in Precinct 72, between Major
Oak Drive and Old Hammond Highway, will continue in District
11 (Alison Gary’s district).

Metro Council elections are Tuesday, Nov. 6, along with the
presidential and mayoral races. Qualifying ends Aug. 17.

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Protect your property’s value: Update deed restrictions

Deed restrictions come up for renewal approximately every 10 years, although this can vary depending on the filing.
Seven filings in Sherwood Forest are due to renew before the end of 2013. The first four are listed below.

One of the most effective ways to protect and perhaps enhance your property’s value and the quality of life in your
neighborhood is to update your filing’s deed restrictions. This is the method you can use to actually “do something
about” some neighborhood problems that have been frustrating you.

The entire process takes some time,
so we need to get the ball rolling very soon if the filing’s homeowners want to take advantage of this great opportunity.

Membership dues and security donations make sheriff’s patrols possible

Our Sherwood Forest residents who join the SFCA and add “a little extra” to their $25 membership dues make it
possible for us to hire East Baton Rouge Parish sheriff's deputies to provide extra security patrols in the subdivision.

Three deputies currently work extra-duty shifts at $25 an hour. They patrol in both marked and unmarked vehicles.

The officers make visual checks for speeding vehicles, suspicious activity around our homes, loitering on streets and
sidewalks, and parking violations—for which they issue warnings and/or tickets. Within the next few weeks, the officers will
be using radar devices to apprehend speeders and others who are violating city-parish traffic ordinances.

The deputies also follow up on issues that are phoned in to the SFCA security line (273-1353). This number also may
be used to request a vacation check on your property by the officers.

The amount that can be spent to hire these extra-duty deputies depends directly on income from your membership dues
and security donations.

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Call immediately to report sewer back-up problems

Since the city-parish sewer pipe renovation project
got underway, a number of Sherwood Forest residents—
who did not have previous difficulties—are now
experiencing problems with toilets not flushing and
showers or tubs not draining properly, especially after a
heavy rain.

We had a lengthy conversation with the office
handling the pipe renovation project. In short, we were
told this is a three-phase project and not vet complete.
However, the office needs to know where these
problems are occurring. To report a problem, you must
do the following,

1. Mark on your calendar the date(s) the problem

happens.
2. Call 311 and provide your physical address
and your email address.

3. Check your emails each day for progress

reports.

If you do not have an email address; call 311, get a
ticket number, and—using this number—call frequently
to check on progress.

If we want this problem fixed permanently, it is
imperative that we be diligent about calling and
registering a complaint NOW, before the next phase of
the project begins. I was told that bids for the third phase
will go out next year. You may have seen surveyors in
your yard; this is for the next phase.

Please help yourself and our neighborhood by
following through on this. Don’t delay, especially if you
already are experiencing difficulties with this issue. If it
hasn’t happened yet, it may very soon.

Remember that your phone call is important!

Keep yourself and your property secure by following a few easy steps

The old saying goes: “A man’s (or woman’s) home is his (or her) castle.” However, the days are long past when we
could dig a moat or hire a fleet of knights on their trusty steeds to guard life and limb.

Some simple precautions can help make our homes are secure. The SFCA, with help from membership donations,
hires off-duty EBR Parish sheriff’s deputies to patrol the neighborhood in both marked and unmarked vehicles. There are
wavs vou can help them to keep our subdivision safe. Here are some suggestions:

EBR Parish Ordinance §7:26 requires all
properties to have addresses prominently
displayed and clearly visible from the street.
Keeping your street address and the exterior
of your home brightly lit discourages would-
be nighttime intruders.

e Keep bushes, trees and shrubs neatly
trimmed so that they do not provide a hiding
place for those who may be “up to no good.”

¢ Have emergency numbers (many are listed
on Page 2) handy, and be sure everyone in
the household knows where the numbers are
kept.

e Install a security system — and turn it on!

¢  When you go on vacation, call the SFCA
security line (273-1353) two or three days in
advance to request added security checks by
our sheriff’'s patrols and your Eyewatch
block captain in your absence.

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Enhanced 311 call-in system to be operational at the end of April

There is much anticipation about the new 311 City-Parish Call Center!

I was on the Selection Committee. After a number of discussions and presentations by the top
three bidders (followed by more discussions!), the vendor chosen was QScend Technologies, Inc.,
located in Waterbury, Conn. It was determined that their citizen service request management and
311 call center functionality best suits the needs of EBR Parish residents.

This system promises to be extremely user-friendly. Some of the features for residents include:
(1) talking with a Call Center Representative regarding the problem/concern; (2) being able to
access the system via computer or iPhone and entering the problem/concern directly; (3) having
direct follow-up access; (4) providing an in-depth subject list from which to select for reporting a
problem; and (5) having an informational reference section on many topics. There are more, but
these are some of the features that residents will find most helpful.

All computer hardware to support the new system should be “in-house” before the middle of
April 2012. The providers activated the system using a tiered-implementation strategy. That is,
some users, considered soft test/beta users, were functioning for testing purposes as early as April
1. The system, barring unforeseen roadblocks, is expected to be fully transitioned by the end of
April.
