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Green Cottage Rental Community proposed for CYO property

Businessman Eugene Ji bought the former
CYO Aquatic Club on Mollylea Drive near Sharp
Road (pictured at left) in January 2013. In
February he filed plans with the Planning and
Zoning Commission to create a Special Land Use
District (SPUD) called “Green Cottage Rental
Community” on the five-acre property. Mr. Ji
originally proposed to create a high-density
residential development consisting of 96 single-
family and multi-family rental units using 100%
green materials.

The SFCA immediately joined forces with
the Broadmoor Residents’ Association and the
Sharpstown Homes Association to meet with Mr.
Ji and find out what his goals for the property were. After an initial meeting, representatives of the subdivision
associations met four times to develop a response. The combined homeowner associations oppose any multi-
family rental development of the property. After creating and reviewing multiple plans for the property, the
three associations agreed that density is the main issue.

SFCA held a meeting in March for its membership and presented a list of requirements outlined for Mr. Ji.
A meeting with Metro Councilwoman Donna Collins-Lewis followed two days later in which the three
associations presented the following requirements for A-1 development along Mollylea and Eileen drives: a
maximum density of 25 units; DPW standard streets, curbs and sidewalks; minimums of 1,800 square feet and
three bedrooms; brick veneer construction with architectural roof shingles; and enclosed two-car garages. The
remaining lots could be a mix of A-1, A-2, A-2.1, A-2.5 and A-2.6, also of brick veneer with architectural
shingles, a minimum of 1,600 square feet, three bedrooms and enclosed two-car garages.

The associations gave four good examples in the combined surrounding neighborhoods — Sharpstown,
Runnymede, St. Regis Place and Foxcroft. The associations then met with Mr. Ji and presented the
requirements. The next step is for Mr. Ji to come back to the associations with a plan that meets the
requirements. His appeal to the Zoning Commission, most recently set for April 22, has been indefinitely
postponed. Stay tuned for more developments.

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From the President’s Desk ...

Your SFCA board and committee members have been very busy on a number of issues recently. This
newsletter will help to describe some of our many efforts.

Rezoning of Aquatic Club Property

The first issue is the recent sale of the former CYO property (old Aquatic Club) on Mollylea Drive to a developer.
Mr. Eugene Ji purchased this five-acre property, currently zoned A-1, with plans to build a multi-unit complex, which
would require a zoning change. His initial plan, as presented to the EBR Planning and Zoning Commission, but rejected,
called for approximately 96 units.

A development with that degree of density within the boundaries of our neighborhood was of great concern to us
and also to our neighbors in Broadmoor subdivision. Upon hearing this news, we joined forces with the Broadmoor
Residents’ Association and the Sharpstown Homes Association to attempt to work with Mr. Ji in order to preserve the
character of our neighborhood.

We have had several meetings with Mr. Ji and have presented him with options and certain guidelines that we
believe would be a better fit. He seemed willing to listen, but only time will tell. As of this writing, we are waiting to see
his revised plan before we decide whether to oppose the zoning change when it comes before the Planning and Zoning
Commission. The item was placed on the commission’s April 22 agenda but has been postponed indefinitely. If you
would like to be kept informed, please provide your email address on your membership form.

I would like to thank Metro Councilwoman Donna Collins-Lewis for her support and efforts in this matter. I would
also like to thank Terry Lawrence, president of the Broadmoor Residents’ Association, and Gary Schafer, Sharpstown’s
president, for their help and support.

Crime Prevention

The second issue is a proposed Crime Prevention and Neighborhood Improvement District for Sherwood Forest. The
SFCA board formed a committee to work on this project. The advertising required by law has been completed and we
hope to have the matter presented to the Legislature for a vote in the current session. If approved by the Legislature, the
measure would go before the voters for approval this fall. We believe that this action is necessary because other
neighborhoods have already done so, and therefore will be increasing their security. If we fail to increase our security, we
will be inviting the criminals in. I would like to thank State Representative Ted James for his help with this issue.

Thank you also to all of our block captains and to board members Marcia and Richard Empson for their hard work
organizing the neighborhood volunteers who “keep a lookout™ via our Eyewatch program.

Join Your Association!

On another note, there is a membership form in this issue. Have you paid your dues? The cost is only $25 per year.
What a bargain! That's less than one movie night for a couple, less than one restaurant meal. Membership dues and
donations pay for security patrols and beautification of our great neighborhood. We need as many paid members as
possible to continue our efforts on your behalf.

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Sherwood Forest Crime Prevention and Neighborhood Improvement District

Representative Ted James has introduced an Act during the current session of the Louisiana Legislature that
will establish the Sherwood Forest Crime Prevention and Neighborhood Improvement District. If the Act is
approved by legislators, it will come before the people for a vote this fall.

The purpose of establishing the district is to aid in crime prevention by enhancing the security of residents
through an increased presence of law enforcement, and to fund beautification and other improvements for the
betterment of the district.

The parcel fee of $75 per year per lot amounts to 20 cents a day. The fee will be a part of homeowners’ regular
property tax bill. Funds will be received from the tax collector at the end of each calendar year.

The Board of Commissioners governing the district will be composed of seven persons appointed by the
following: the Louisiana Senator and the Louisiana Representative who represent all or the greatest part of the
crime district (one member each); the East Baton Rouge Parish tax assessor (one member); and the Sherwood
Forest Citizens’ Association Board of Directors (four members). Each Commissioner must own property in and
live within the boundaries of the district.

The Commissioners will adopt an annual budget and serve without compensation. The district will be subject to
audit by the legislative auditor.

The Crime District will expire in 10 years but may be renewed by another vote of residents living in the Crime
District.

Rationale for the Crime District:

Due to lower membership and rising costs, the Sherwood Forest Citizens’ Association Board of Directors
decided to pursue establishment of a Crime Prevention and Neighborhood Improvement District.

Approximately one-third of the residents of Sherwood Forest pay their $25 annual dues, which are voluntary.
About 60%of paying residents donate additional money to fund extra-duty security patrols. However, our needs
for increased private patrols and improvement projects far exceed the money that is voluntarily collected.

Importance of the Crime District:

Promote and encourage security;

Increase private patrols;

Everyone pays, not just a few;

Promote and encourage beautification;

Overall betterment of the District;

Replacement and enhancement of existing signage; and
Professional accounting services.

Everyone needs to share in the expense of keeping Sherwood Forest a vibrant, desirable place to live.

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Sewer pipe renovation project to be completed in 2015

The pink and blue streamers hanging from frames in servitudes all over Sherwood
Forest are markers put there by the sewer project surveyors to indicate where pipes
connect and to guide the camera trucks that are checking which lines may have cracks or
may have to be flushed. Eventually the faulty pipes will be dug up and replaced. This
project will not be finished until 2015.

Ever since the city-parish sewer pipe renovation project got underway, a number of
Sherwood Forest residents—who did not have previous difficulties—are now
experiencing problems with toilets not flushing and showers or tubs not draining
properly, especially after a heavy rain. To report a problem, you must do the following,

1. Mark on your calendar the date(s) the problem happens.

2. Call 311 and provide your physical address and your email address.

3. Check your emails each day for progress reports.

4. If you do not have an email address call 311, get a ticket number and call
frequently to check on progress.

Please help yourself and our neighborhood by following through on this. Don’t delay, especially if you already are
experiencing difficulties with this issue. If it hasn’t happened to your household as yet, it may very soon. Remember that
your phone call is important!

Keep yourself and your property secure by following a few easy steps

The old saying goes: “A man’s (or woman’s) home is his (or her) castle.” However, the days are long past when we
could dig a moat or hire a fleet of knights on their trusty steeds to guard life and limb.

Some simple precautions can help make our homes secure. The SFCA, with help from membership donations, hires
off-duty EBR Parish sheriff’s deputies to patrol the neighborhood in both marked and unmarked vehicles. There are ways
you can help them to keep our subdivision safe. Here are some suggestions:

e Become an Eyewatch block captain. You will be the eyes on your street, and you’ll meet your neighbors to
boot! See Page 10 for all the information.

e Be aware of lighting around your home. EBR Parish Ordinance §7:26 requires all properties to have addresses
prominently displayed and clearly visible from the street. Keeping your street address and the exterior of your
home brightly lit discourages would-be nighttime intruders.

e Keep bushes, trees and shrubs neatly trimmed so that they do not provide a hiding place for those who may be “up
to no good.”

e Have emergency numbers (many are listed on Page 9) handy, and be sure everyone in the household knows
where the numbers are kept.

e Install a security system — and turn it on!

Metro Council 2013 redistricting plan divides Sherwood Forest

Until redistricting in January 2013, most of
Sherwood Forest subdivision was in District 8 of the
East Baton Rouge Metropolitan  Council,
represented by Mike Walker. The 2013 redistricting
plan approved by the council divided our
subdivision into three separate districts.

Residents whose homes are east of
Sherwood Forest Boulevard are now in District 4,
represented by Scott Wilson. Those living west of
Sherwood Forest and north of Major Oak Drive are
in Donna Collins-Lewis’s District 6. The area west
of Sherwood and south of Major Oak is in District
11, represented by Ryan Heck.

To confirm which district your home is in,
check your voter registration card or call the
Council  Administrator's ~ Office  (389-3123).
Alternatively,  you may go online to
http://brgov.com/dept/counci/ and click on “Council

District Lookup.” Photographs and brief biographies
of council members, as well as maps of the districts
and contact information, also are available at this
site.

The Metro Council is the governing body and
policy-making board of the City of Baton Rouge and
Parish of East Baton Rouge. Regular meetings take
place on the second and fourth Wednesdays of
every month on the third floor of the Governmental
Building, 222 St. Louis St. Committee meetings are
on alternating Wednesdays. Special meetings are
called on an as-needed basis.

Matters introduced by a council member and
approved by the body for discussion are scheduled
for a public hearing at a later date. In the interim,
notice of the hearing is published in the newspaper
and posted in the Governmental Building.

Be wary of door-to-door security system salespersons

Louisiana’s warm weather is an inviting opportunity for door-to-door salespeople to come to your home and attempt to sell you a
security alarm system. As an employee of the Louisiana State Fire Marshal's office, which is the state agency responsible for the
licensing and regulation of such companies, Boyd Petty cautions homeowners to demand documentation from any salesperson before
buying a security system, no matter how convincing the sales pitch may be. All security system salespersons must be licensed by the
State Fire Marshal's Office and must have their license on their person at all times. The agency does criminal background checks and
denies licensure to convicted felons. Be informed, and proceed with caution when approached.

To ask a question about or file a complaint against a security alarm salesperson and/or company, call the Louisiana State Fire
Marshal’'s Office (925-7047) or go online at www.lasfm.org. You also may file a report with the Louisiana Attorney General’s Consumer
Protection Division (326-6465), www.ag.louisiana.gov; and/or the Better Business Bureau, www.bbb.org.
